
The Vision Council’s Government and Regulatory Affairs team collaborates with policymakers to advocate for healthy 
vision and enhance consumer access to vision care services and products. They closely monitor policies related 
to healthcare, managed vision care, employment rules, labor practices, federal regulations, counterfeiting, tariff and 
trade, and all federal agencies. The team actively monitors U.S. regulations and national manufacturing standards 
affecting eyeglasses, eyeglass frames, prescription lenses, and other products. Policies concerning workplace safety 
and chemical management, as well as federal legislation relevant to the industry, are carefully tracked, with a vision-
related bill tracker available on their website.

VISION PAC

VisionPAC is an essential component in upholding The Vision Council’s mission, 
as it plays a crucial role in promoting growth in the vision care industry through 
education, advocacy, research, consumer outreach, strategic relationship 
building, and industry forums. The organization has developed significant 
relationships with congressional staff over the past decade, enabling them to 
educate officials and contribute to drafting legislative language.
